
Burdens related to Europe (week of 13 January 2019)

1) Brexit
Please pray for the Lord to rule over the UK’s withdrawal from the EU. In particular, pray that the saints
from other parts of Europe will still be able to come to the UK for trainings and conferences.

2) FTTA Gospel Trips to Europe (24 Jan – 7 Feb)
139 trainees and serving saints from the Full-time Training in Anaheim will be joining gospel trips to 17
European countries. They will arrive in London for an orientation (24-26 January) before going out in
teams to the gospel destinations and will reconvene in London (5-7 February) for reports / sightseeing.
Please pray that:
• The trainees and serving ones from the FTTA will be blended with the local saints
• Many people will be saved and brought into the church
• Every trainee will receive a burden to pray for, give to, or migrate for the Lord's move in Europe.
