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Report on the Taking of the Ground in Hamburg, Germany on 23 February 2020

Beloved saints,

Through the prayer of the saints over the whole recovery on earth, the Lord has retaken the
ground in Hamburg. We rejoice to share with you an update regarding the church in Hamburg.
On February 23, 2020, over 450 saints joined us to partake of the Lord’s table in Hamburg. It
was a glorious feast and a time of rejoicing for all the saints, but especially for all the saints in
Hamburg, who have been eagerly awaiting to partake of the Lord’s table for about 30 years. In
fact, one sister shouted “Halleluiah, the last video training was 30 years ago” when we
recovered the video training on January 25. We enjoyed praising the Lord, remembering Him
through praising and singing, and worshipping the Father in oneness and one accord. This first
Lord’s table has given us a strong beginning, and we feel so encouraged to be in the fellowship
of the Body under His blessing. We had visiting saints from all over Germany, from many
European countries, as well as saints from the United States and the Far East. After the Lord’s
table a few local saints shared their testimonies as well as a quick history of what the Lord has
done over the past 30 years in Hamburg. We also had a special word of fellowship from the
coworker brothers concerning “The Unique Ground of the Local Churches of God and the
Unique Oneness of the Universal Body of Christ,” the world situation, and expecting the Lord’s
blessing. This fellowship made us realize that taking the ground in Hamburg is not a small thing,
but rather it is a victory to the Lord, a shame to His enemy, and a further step in the
advancement of His economy in view of the Lord’s second coming.

Following the special fellowship we continued the blending and fellowship by eating lunch
together. This time of blending was a real testimony of the oneness in the Body and an
encouragement to all of us to see our need for more blending with saints from different
localities. We are standing on the ground of oneness, and we are open to the fellowship in the
Body. We thank you saints for all your faithful prayers, support, and encouragement. The glory
is to the Lord!
