Precious Anecdotes from the Gospel Trips so far

One day in a span of 20 min. about 
twenty French young people came to 
the table in small groups. All the 
French speakers on our team were 
busy in conversations so I was at the 
table doing my best to engage the 
young people by showing them the 
footnotes in the Bible. I was impressed 
that a lot of them are young and 
interested to know about the Bible and 
God and seemed to have nowhere to go 
for answers.

We read with 2 teenage girls the 
Mystery of Human Life, and they 
prayed to receive the Lord. After 
several minutes, they came back 
with 3 of their friends. They said 
that they had read the tract with 
their friends and that their friends 
had also prayed to receive the 
Lord. They came back to the table 
to receive Bibles.



Precious Anecdotes from the Gospel Trips so far

One young woman 
came to the table 
and told us “when I 
woke up this 
morning, I prayed 
and told God that I 
needed a Bible. And 
now I have found 
one.

At the end of the distribution one day, as 
we were waiting for the cars to go back 
home, we were singing hymns. A man 
passed us by then came back and 
watched us for a while. He said that he 
felt a particular atmosphere, “a fragrance 
of Christ.” As we are one with the Lord 
and with one another, there is really an 
expression of Christ being manifested 
and visible to people around us.

To Reap the Fruit the Lord Has Given Us and to Raise UP 
New Lampstands, there is the Need for the Lord to Thrust
Out Workers, Hence a Strong Call for Migration to France

Some need to tell the Lord that they will go to Europe for His recovery…we must not 

treat this lightly. We must receive the Lord’s leading with much consideration. We 

should not say that we cannot go because we are not strong enough…There are many 

useful [saints]…who have gained much of the Lord…but the situation does not afford 

much opportunity for the full development of the saints’ capacity…Therefore, we must 

spread by migration. If some remain in the United States, they will not be very useful, 

but if they go to Europe, they will become useful.

“In April 1925, after I was saved, I consecrated myself to the Lord, saying, ‘Lord, I do 

not want the world anymore. After I finish my studies, I will go with my Bible from 

village to village to preach the gospel. I am willing to do this even if I must live on tree 

roots and drink from mountain brooks.’ That was my consecration. However, the Lord 

has had mercy on me. I never had to eat tree roots or drink mountain water. 

Furthermore, He did not lead me to go from village to village but rather from 

continent to continent…Sixty years ago I was only a young student. I was twenty years 

old, and I gave myself to the Lord, never expecting that He would use me, a Chinese 

young man, to spread His recovery to the six major continents…

On every continent doors are opening to the Lord’s recovery. However, we are short of 

people and cannot meet this need. We all must wake up in order to see our true 

condition. The work…must have an epochal change so that we may meet the Lord’s 

need. We must all realize this need and receive the burden to pray for it.”

”The time is short. The Lord is coming soon…before His coming back, He needs to 

complete the building of the church…Where is the fulfillment of His word in Matthew 

16 that He will build His church?...For the sake of His coming back, the Lord must 

build the church…Now I want to say strongly that…the Lord Jesus must build His 

churches in Western Europe…Praise the Lord that our eyes have been opened to see 

the need of the building of the local churches! In…France…there is such a need…You 

need to say, “Lord, burden me to go to Paris for the church life…” If you are faithful to 

the Lord… and willing to be burdened, even five or seven could move to…cities 

[needing] a shining lampstand. Paris needs one!…The Lord Jesus is coming as the 

Bridegroom for the bride. But where is the bride in all of Western Europe?

…What is the use of merely studying the Bible, attending conferences, and listening to 

messages? The Lord needs churches. Young people, the Lord needs churches, and you 

must bear the burden for this…The Lord is calling for this. Who will go to Paris?...Oh, 

the Lord is calling!...The Lord is calling!” (CWWL, 1977, vol. 1, “The Kernel of the 

Bible”, ch. 18)

❖ As a student (some as “professional students") on student visas—to

❖ Taking a job or doing business with working visas—to serve the Lord.

❖ As a retiree, or on a non-lucrative visa—to serve the Lord. 

❖ As a full-timer—to serve the Lord.
